Recipes for Fire Safety

Keep items that burn away from the cooking
area and appliances in your kitchen. Do not
place towels, pot holders, pizza boxes, or
paper bags on the stove or near hot
appliances.

Clean any grease build-up
from the stove, oven and
exhaust fan regularly.
Cooking grease and oil
ignite easily and burn rap-
idly. Slide a lid over the pan
to smother a small pan fire.
Do not use water or flour on
a grease fire. Do not try to
carry a burning pan outside
or to the sink—you could
accidentally spread the fire.
Keep a lid, and a 2A10BC
fire extinguisher handy in
the kitchen.

Avoid reaching over the
stove for anything while
cooking. Store frequently
needed items in other areas of the kitchen.
Do not store cookies or other "treats" near
the stove. It might tempt little children to
climb on the stove. Keep young children
and pets away from cooking areas entirely.

Keep pot handles turned inward, out of the
reach of children and pets. Keep appliance
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cords up on counter tops too. Check those
cords regularly for frayed or broken spots.
Replace damaged cords or appliances.

5. Dress appropriately for fire safety in the
kitchen. Do not wear loosely fitting clothing,
like nightgowns and bathrobes

while cooking.

6. Never leave cooking
unattended. If you must leave
the kitchen for some reason, turn
the heat off and take something
with you to remind you that you
have something cooking.

7. Shield yourself from steam
when uncovering food, espe-
cially microwave servings.
Steam can cause serious burns.

Fire Chief Steve Schmidt says
“Following these simple tips may
sound like common sense, but
we need to think about these
things, because obviously the
result of being complacent in the kitchen is very
tragic.” Keeping your family and home safe
from fire is the responsibility of everyone in the
home.

About the Huntington Pointe Redevelopment Site

On July 30, 2007, the Brooklyn Park Economic Development Authority (EDA) purchased
the Huntington Pointe Apartments, a 306-unit apartment complex located at the intersec-
tion of Brooklyn Boulevard and Regent Avenue, to facilitate redevelopment. Huntington
Pointe was identified for redevelopment during the city’s 2005 Stable Neighborhood Ac-
tion Plan (SNAP) process, which studied neighborhood instability in specific areas of the
city.

A national award-winning community
planning process, the CHI helps to raise
the level of dialogue around design and
redevelopment issues, and gives local
residents the skills to be active participants
in shaping future development.

The EDA is relocating the tenants to other housing and preparing for the demolition of the
nine buildings, scheduled to occur in mid-2008. Environmental remediation of contami-
nated soils will be required before the site is ready for development. The city is seeking
input from the community through CHI before preparing a development plan for the site.
